CYPRESS is 

usually the most affordable of three North American naturally oiled 

softwoods, the other two being Cedar and Redwood, making CYPRESS a 

good choice for wood that’s exposed to moisture conditions that cause 

decay, and in exterior coated applications such as siding, fascia, 

soffits, trim, decking, fencing, posts and timbers.  Because CYPRESS 

also machines well, resists warping and splitting, and glues, sands and 

finishes well, it is suited for interior uses such as paneling, moulding, 

millwork, cabinetry and flooring.  CYPRESS “THE WOOD ETERNAL”, 

having been used for thousands of years, continues to provide value for 

today’s lumber industry:
